1 Thousands mourn

ex-Philippine president

1) Thousands of mourners paid their final

respects to former Philippine President
Corazon Aquino on Sunday, lining up to
file past her coffin in silent tribute to the
"people power" democracy leader.

2) Aquino, who died at the age of 76 on

Saturday after a long battle with colon
cancer, led millions of Filipinos in protests
against dictator Ferdinand Marcos in a
popular revolt in 1986 before taking over
as president.

3) World figures led by U.S. President Barack

Obama paid tribute to Aquino as "an inspi-
ration." President Gloria Macapagal Arroyo
declared 10 days of mourning for the
woman she described as a "national trea-
sure."

4) Aquino was to be buried Wednesday after

a family-led ceremony, in accordance with
her wishes not to be given a state funeral,
the presidential palace said. Schools across
the country were to close for the day.

5)She will be laid to rest beside her

husband, Benigno "Ninoy" Aquino, who
was assassinated in 1983 after he flew
back to the Philippines from exile in
Boston to seek an audience with Marcos.

6) On Sunday, thousands lined up to see the
former president lying in state at a
Catholic school in Manila. Many were
wearing yellow clothing or yellow
ribbons, the symbol of the movement that
swept Aquino to power.

7) Her body arrived in a solemn ceremony
Saturday in a coffin draped in the national
colors, accompanied by a military honor
guard. Weeping family members and close
friends showered her coffin with yellow
confetti.

8) The line of mourners on Sunday stretched
down the street outside the school, with
dignitaries and ordinary Filipinos alike
wishing to pay their respects.

9) "I was able to see her when she was inau-
gurated, so I want to see her one last
time," said Lotty Yalung, 54, who patiently
lined up on the street outside the school
gates.

10) Tributes came in from around the world
for the woman who served as president
from 1986 to 1992, during which time
she restored the country's democratic
institutions and survived several military
coup attempts.
